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This annual update of the 20-year Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) lists specific 
improvements throughout the Nebraska airport system for fiscal years 2019 through 2038. The 
update includes development recommendations for each airport (see Appendix A). 
Development recommendations sorted by year can be found in Appendix B. 

 

There are 80 airports currently licensed by 
the State of Nebraska to operate as a 
public-use facility.  This includes the sea 
plane base at the Harlan County Lake near 
Alma.  These airports are inspected at least 
once every three years and must meet the 
minimum licensing standards established 
by the Division.  The map below identifies 
the Nebraska public-use airports. 

The public-use airports are eligible to 
receive state grant funds allocated by the 
Nebraska Aeronautics Commission.  
Seventy-t  of the public-use airports are 
also eligible to receive federal 
funding through the Airport Improvement 
Program.

22018 FUNDING 

Nebraska airports receive Airport Improvement Program (AIP) grants from the Federal Aviation 
Administration and state grants and loans from the Nebraska Department of Transportation, 
Aeronautics Division.  Total AIP grants executed in 2018 are listed in the following table along 
with the allocated state grants and loans.   Allocated funds may or may not result in a 
completed project.  For example, of the six hangar loans allocated in August 2018, only one of 
them was actually loaned to an airports in 2018.  Allocated funds are being given instead of 
actual projects to be consistent with the annual report.

Federal Grants 

The FAA Airport Improvement Program (AIP) was authorized on February 14, 2012 and expired 
the end of federal fiscal year 2015.  The program was extended through continuing resolutions 
through federal fiscal year 2018.  The following chart shows a breakdown of AIP funding. 
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The number of federal grants issued to Nebraska airports has decreased from previous years.  
Projects were not able to receive grants for a variety of reasons: project not ready to bid by 
deadline, local matching funds were not available, or project scope changed. 

Rehabilitation projects at general aviation airports were grouped into FY2014 to be able to 
access discretionary funds for these projects.  Airport sponsors compete on a national level for 
discretionary funds.  In Nebraska, typically the only general aviation projects the FAA is willing 
to consider for discretionary are the pavement rehabilitation requests.  The Division requested 
discretionary funds for a number of pavement rehabilitation projects again in 2018.  However, 
the FAA only funded one of the requests with discretionary funds.  

NPIAS Classifications 

The NPIAS (National Plan for Integrated Airport Systems) report was released to the public on 
September 26, 2018.  The plan identifies nearly 3,400 existing and proposed airports that the 
FAA considers important to national air transportation and therefore eligible to receive federal 
grants.  The NPIAS is updated every other year.  Starting in 2014, the FAA began to classify the 
general aviation airports.  If the FAA determined that an airport did not fit into any of their 
categories, the airport was unclassified and considered not justified for future non-primary 
entitlement funding.  This change in philosophy will impact the Nebraska airports listed in the 
below table.

Supplemental Appropriations 

In March of 2018, the federal budget was approved for the remainder of 2018 and included a 
provision for additional funding for airport projects through the Supplemental Appropriations 
Fund. The grants from this fund cover 100% of the eligible costs for general aviation airports.  
Priority consideration for funding was given to classified general aviation airports outside of a 
metropolitan/micropolitan statistical area.  In Nebraska, 46 general aviation airports were 
given priority consideration.   The runway rehabilitation project at the Broken Bow Municipal 
Airport was identified as a candidate for 2018 funding and received a grant to cover 
construction costs in September 2018.  A traditional AIP grant funded the engineering 
services.  The Division has submitted requests for additional project to be funded with 
Supplemental Appropriations in 2019.

Economic Impact Study 

The Division of Aeronautic received an AIP system planning grant to study the economic 
impact of aviation in the state.  The Division selected George Butler Associates, Inc. to 
complete the study.  The kickoff meeting was held on October 12, 2018 to initiate the data 
collection phase of the project.  The study will continue through 2019.  

SState Grants 

The Nebraska Aeronautics Commission allocates state funds as grants to eligible projects 
each October.  There are two types of state grants: state-only grants and matching grants for 
federal projects.  

The state grants can provide a portion of the sponsor’s share of some of the federal projects.  
According to the current State Grant Program, federal projects over $500,000 are eligible to 
receive a matching 2% grant from the state.  In 2018 the Commission did not fund any of the 
requests for matching state grants for a federal project. 

A state grant was allocated to the Bloomfield Municipal Airport for runway crack repairs.  This 
airport is not included in the NPIAS and not eligible for federal funds.  They, along with other 
non-NPIAS airports, have relied on state grants in the past to assist with their airside needs.  
While the crack repair project will extend the useful life of the asphalt pavement, at some point, 
a full pavement rehabilitation project will be needed for the airport to continue to safely operate 
as a public-use facility.

AAirports Funding Requests 

The Department of Aeronautics maintains a detailed database of airport projects for the next 
20 years. There are over 1,300 individual project tasks in this database.  The airport projects 
are shown by airport in Appendix A and listed by project year in Appendix B.   

The funding requests listed in the Appendix should not be confused with funding needs.  The 
requests are limited by eligibility and expected available funds.  The actual funds needed to 
maintain the aviation infrastructure are much greater.  The Division maintains a list of over 140 
current airport project needs that are not expected to be funded in the short term due to lack of 
available funds.  

This list includes projects for National Category Airports identified in the Nebraska System 
Plan.  The current plan was completed in 2002 to identify the aviation assets and needs of the 
State of Nebraska.  The plan also includes projects for the other three categories of airports 
that are not included on the list. 

There are a number of projects that have been delayed indefinitely due to a lack of matching 
local funds.  When the AIP was reauthorized in 2012, the funding changed from a 95/5 match 
to a 90/10 split.  The amount of matching funds a community was responsible for has doubled.  
This change has caused project delays as some airport sponsors struggle to find the required 
local funds.  In the past, matching state grants assisted airports sponsors with their local 
share.  There are still some matching funds available but typically not sufficient to meet the 
demand.  In 2018, matching funds were not allocated to any of the federal projects. 
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NNon-Precision Instrument Approaches 

The projects listed in the Appendixes are focused on construction/facility needs.  To be able to 
maximize use of the facilities, airports need instrument approaches to their runways.  A goal is 
to work towards an FAA published non-precision instrument approach to all the paved 
runways.  Following is the list of runway ends that do not currently have approach procedures 
and are limited to operations during visual flight conditions.  Some of the runways lack the 
minimum infrastructure needed for the FAA to publish an approach.  It is unknown why other 
airports do not have approaches.
